Weather and wildlife encounters are less predictable than
elsewhere in the North, but sightings of polar bears, walrus and
bowhead whales are not unusual. This is also the best time of
year to see the night sky bathed in the eerie green glow of the
Aurora Borealis dancing above your head.

In this land of true polar desert you will find a rich history of
intrepid explorers searching for a new route to the established
trading nations of Asia. Recent years have seen a gradual
easing of summer pack ice conditions, but there is no question
this remains a landscape where nature reigns supreme. You will
go only where the ice permits. We recommend this expedition
only to our most adventurous guests!
